Artist Statement: : :  

To me my paintings are a pleasant image for the human spirit, although I don’t really know where my ideas come from. I don’t really think about it.”

My large blue works come from a series of grey lead drawings I had done while on holiday in my town of birth Trutnov situated in the Czech Republic. I have created these in oil on canvas, as was a lot of my earlier works. These works are of the local cottages and natural surroundings around Trutnov in my own dream like twist. The works were started after completing my Diploma of Illustration at NMIT therefore the paintings have a strong illustrative style to them. To me the paintings are relaxing, a nice place to have a break from life’s ups and downs.

The wood panels where started after completing the large works, they are a break from the restrictions that I was having in the large blue series. I wanted to have a bit more freedom with my art so I started experimenting more with mixed media using acrylic, permanent marker, black ink and natural tones of the wood grain. I usually work an image or idea into the wood grain and then the rest evolves. In a way the wood shows me what to paint. Black ink is used throughout the wood panels, I like using ink because it is permanent. It’s a bit like life, once it’s done you can’t change it, you just have to accept it and live with it. So instead of painting over the part I might not like so much, I just work an image into it or around it.

I am an artist /musician. At a young age I would draw what ever had interested me at the time. Animals were a huge part of my drawings as was nature and landscapes. In high school I was exposed to books on surrealism which amazed me, artists like Salvador Dali. 

Apart from starting to take my art more seriously I also found my passion for music and took up the guitar. I believe the music you listen to while your painting influences your work.

After completing high school I went on to further studies at NMIT. I completed a Diploma in Visual Arts and a Diploma in Illustration. These courses really advanced my painting skills and knowledge. 

After finishing the courses I needed a place to create so I got a little studio situated in Fitzroy. There’s a lot of street art, live music and graffiti so walking around the streets to get a bite to eat has had a major influence on me.  

I am currently working on more wood panels, in the middle of recording an album with my band and have enrolled in Youth Work at RMIT 2011.
